A new year is the time not only for looking back
and taking stock, but also for looking forward to
what is to come; that is the theme of this report.

First we have to say farewell to Diana Crook
and Ian Hilder who retired by rotation from the
committee. Ian served first as secretary and later
as newsletter editor before handing over that task
to Gail Vines and Sue Rowland two years ago; the
very fact that two people have taken over the job
speaks volumes about his dedication and service
to the group. Diana too has organised some exciting
visits for us after she returned to the committee
three years ago, her enthusiasm will be missed.
 Over the years their hard work has been invaluable
and has contributed significantly to the development
of FESRO.

We welcome two new elected members to the
committee, Pam Fielding and Sue Tompsett. Sue
has kindly agreed to take on the role of membership
secretary which will ease the burden that has fallen
on the other members of the committee during the
past year. In addition Roger Davey expressed a
willingness to be co-opted to the committee, an
offer that that has been readily accepted.

During the last year a new era has been
dawning for both ESRO and FESRO. Like so many
other local government services ESRO has to
function with gradually reducing financial support.
That has affected FESRO significantly. Secretarial
support for ESRO is minimal and the committee
feel that time should be devoted to the office itself
and not to our group. So for the first time we have
taken on the full administration ourselves. This has
made greater demands both on the committee and
on other members of FESRO who stepped forward
to offer support. In particular Sue Berry has taken
on the task of managing our events. The committee
are particularly grateful to her, without her work
our programme would have been much curtailed.
Sue Rowland and Gail Vines have also given
unstintingly of their time in producing the newsletter

in a new format. More changes are also being
considered, including a new website, when we can
overcome some initial technical problems. We are
all learning how to function in this new environment
and we ask you to be understanding and tolerant
should we encounter any initial problems.

Most significantly, plans for a new East Sussex
Archive office, the Keep, have moved forward
dramatically. ESCC are giving active support to the
project and Wendy Walker has been appointed
project manager. FESRO has given and will continue
to give support for any further work on the project
in the form of matching funding so demands on
our funds are more substantial than they have ever
been before.

In addition, as you know already, further
demands are continually made on our resources
by the frequent appearance of archives both in
conventional sale rooms and on the internet-based
sale room eBay. We are discerning about which
purchases we support, we could not possibly buy
every desirable document that appears on the
market, but even then the scale is daunting. In order
to continue our work we must actively seek to raise
the profile of our group and find additional funds
to enable the work to continue.

In that respect we gratefully acknowledge a
bequest of £1000 received from the estate of Mrs
Gwendoline Baker. It is our intention to identify a
specific object that can be financed by this generous
gift.

Clearly, calls on our funds will continue and
we have had to consider how these demands are
to be met. Our membership subscription has
remained unchanged at a very modest £6 for 10
years and at the AGM a decision was taken to raise
it to £12 from Autumn 2007. We sincerely hope that
you will find the cause of supporting our hard-
pressed record office worthy of your continued
support. Many members have also given extra
donations in addition to their subscription over the
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last few years and we ask those of you who can
afford to do so to continue making this generous
gesture.

It would help to reduce the burden of work for
the treasurer and the membership secretary if you
would consider filling in the standing order form
that is enclosed with this newsletter. That simple
decision will save committee members a substantial
amount of time as well as saving the group the
expense involved in sending reminder letters.

Finally I should like to finish with a tribute to
the staff of the record office. They work against all
the odds to provide an excellent and helpful service.
To give you an idea of how mammoth their task is
I give some comparative statistics for you to
consider.

I think no further comment is needed – the
bottom line says it all. The facts themselves testify
to the supreme dedication and commitment of all
our staff. They also amply demonstrate the need
for us to continue to support our record office as
plans continue to assess the provision of something
new and improved for the future.

New Record Office
Work on the Heritage Lottery Fund bid continues
apace, with Wendy now working full time as project
manager. We can’t have a record office without a
site and the identification of possible sites has been
stepped up. These will also be assessed as part of
the access plan work. Possibilities have been
identified in the Brighton, Glynde, Lewes and
Newhaven areas so far but detailed option
appraisals will be needed on all of them.

Work on the audience development and access
plan for the Keep and the East Sussex Depicted
digitisation project has also been proceeding well.
Our consultants, Creative Cultures, have been
speaking with a wide variety of potential users of
the service (including FESRO) in order to look at
ways in which we can reach a wider audience
through the two projects, and they presented their
initial findings to the New Record Office Project
Board in December. As might be expected, the need
for educational work came out very strongly. There
is still more work to do and more groups to consult,
but the report should be ready early in 2007 to help
us develop future services and to make our case
to the HLF. But that won’t be the end of the
consultation – as we get into the detail of design
we will be consulting people again to make sure
that we include what people really want in the new
building.

The audience development work has also
provided an opportunity to re-engage with potential
partners such as Brighton & Hove City Council, the
universities and the Sussex Archaeological Society.
The City Council has agreed to join the Project
Board, with both an officer and councillor
representing their interests.

Visitor Survey 2006
The results of the latest survey of visitors to East
Sussex Record Office (carried out in March 2006)
are now available. They show a continued high
level of satisfaction with the quality of advice (94.1%

good or very good) and helpfulness and friendliness
of staff (96.5%). 80.3% of respondents rated the
overall service good or very good.

The restrictions of the Record Office building
scored us low on physical access (15.1% poor) and
visitor facilities (15.2% poor). The survey asked in
which areas improvements were most in need.
31.2% of visitors felt that improvements to copying
services were most important, 55.8% improvements
to visitor facilities, 36.4% physical access to the
building, 27.3% film and fiche readers, 18.2% on
site IT and 15.6% document delivery. We are aware
that dissatisfaction with copying facilities is based
on slow supply times because of staffing capacity
to fulfil orders and relatively high charges. However,
the income from these services does contribute
towards our running costs so it is not easy to reduce
them without affecting the service. Dissatisfaction
with document delivery is also a capacity issue,
made worse by the fact that over half the documents
are stored off site. The real answer to the need for
improved facilities and physical access is, of course,
a new building. However, until we get one we will
continue to make service improvements wherever
we can.

The survey revealed as much about our users
as about us, including gender, ethnicity and
disability, which we are using in our work on
audience development for the service. We also
learned that 65.4% are studying for their own
personal recreation but 17.3% are in formal
education, 12% on personal or family business and
9.9% are using the record office in connection with
their employment. Our users are also passing on
what they find: 18.3% in a publication of some sort;
16.3% in an unpublished written report, 3.3% in a
talk, 11.7% in formal education, and 13.3% on a
website, not to mention the 76.6% who will be
sharing their information with their families and
local communities.

Our visitors also contribute to the local
economy. While the majority come to the area
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primarily to visit the Record Office, 3.6% stay
overnight, 60% eat out locally, 65.5% use local
services and 9.1% visit other places of interest.

Other news
As reported in the last newsletter, a computer and
printer have been installed in the searchroom on
which the digitised tithe maps and estate maps can
be easily viewed. This will save wear and tear on
very fragile and heavily-used originals and provide
much quicker access too. It is already proving to
be a very popular service. You can also make high-
quality colour copies on the spot – A4 copies cost
£2 and A3 copies £3. And don’t forget that you can
also buy copies of complete tithe maps on CD for
£10.

Listing of the records of the Lady Chichester
Hospital, Hove, funded by the Wellcome Trust, was
completed on time at the end of October.
Congratulations to Anne Hart, Lavender Jones and
conservator, Melissa Williams, for their work on
listing and conserving some 20,000 case files
together with ward day and night books, sectioning
papers, patient art work (for art therapy classes)
and hospital statistics, and to Andrew Bennett for
keeping everything so well on track. The archive is
now more easily accessible within the bounds of
the Data Protection Act and patient confidentiality.

The Lady Chichester Hospital was opened in
1899 by Dr Helen Boyle for treating nervous
disorders in women and girls. Her pioneering work
in this field is of international importance: she was
among the first to promote the benefits of separating
people with recoverable conditions – what she
referred to as borderline cases – from the chronically
ill. The survival of patient records is extraordinarily
good, and of far greater diversity and interest than
parallel series from County Asylums.

With the project over, we also welcome back
Anne Hart to the reception desk at the Maltings.

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Frideswide with the delightful top roundel depicting
her soul being transported to heaven in the ship
of souls.

Robin Darwall Smith, the archivist of Magdalen
College, led a guided tour around the college
originally founded by William of Waynflete, Bishop
of Winchester in 1458. In the archive we
encountered some extraordinary objects – ranging
from shoes belonging to William of Waynflete, the
founder, to a variety of documents relating to Sele
Priory which became one of the endowments of
the college. That collection contained our only East
Sussex archival treasure of the day. Richard Alleyn,
one time cellarer of Battle Abbey, became Prior of
Sele in 1463 and somehow a stray Battle document,
an inventory of plate in the Abbey’s refectory in1420,
went with him and has remained ever since
detached from its origins.

The inventory records:

36 silver spoons (cocliaria argentea), two large
spoons for sauces (cocliaria magna pro 
salsiamentis), ten silver cups (ciphi argentei), 
one of which has the shield of the king of 
England, and two of which have the arms of 
the Earl of Hereford. (Magdalen College 
Archives Misc. 233)

Not only Kings but also shoes, ships and
sealing wax  - only the cabbages were (thankfully)
missing on this memorable visit!

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A small but enthusiastic group of FESRO members
met at Lewes Station at the unaccustomed (for
some of us at least) early hour of 8.00 to set out on
our voyage of exploration through Oxford archives
kindly organised for us by Michael Hughes.

Greeted at Christ Church by the college archivist
Judith Curthoys, we were soon enjoying coffee in
the great hall and hearing tales of filming Harry
Potter and, more significantly within the context of
Christ Church, of associations with Alice in
Wonderland – a return to childhood indeed.

Originally founded by Wolseley as Cardinal
College in 1525, it became, on the fall of Wolseley,
King Henry VIII College, and was finally renamed
Christ Church in the last weeks of Henry’s reign.
The college became a unique establishment of
college and cathedral in 1542 following the transfer
of the see of Oxford from the Abbey of Oseney to
the former Priory of St Frideswide. The archive is
the repository for the administrative records of
both the college and the cathedral. One of the
examples of their archive set out for us to see was
the magnificent Book of Evidences drawn up in
1667 by the Chapter Clerk, John Willis, with the
assistance of Anthony Wood, the Oxford historian
and diarist. Christ Church commissioned this review
of its titles to estates in the years immediately
following the chaos of the Civil War and
Commonwealth. The book records, in a beautiful,
clear hand, the origin of the estates and a history
of its ownership at least from the foundation of
Christ Church in 1546, but sometimes much further
back: an archival gem to be envied.

We also enjoyed a delicious buffet lunch
provided for us at Christ Church and a brief visit to
the cathedral where we viewed, among other things,
the magnificent but somewhat uncharacteristic
Burne Jones window depicting the life of St

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Among the less bizarre items in the collection of
Bramber’s Potter Museum of taxidermic tableaux
was a book of psalm and hymn-tunes compiled in
1780 by Thomas Sanders of Brightling.

The Potter Museum moved from Sussex to
the Jamaica Inn at Launceston in Cornwall, and its
contents were auctioned by Bonham’s in September
2005. Rabbit’s Village School, a montage of 48
corpses dressed in uniform and wielding chalk and
slates, sold for over £15,000; the psalm-book, a
bargain at £200, was deposited at ESRO a year ago.
The book, compiled in at least two hands, contains
the tunes of both psalms and hymns, the latter
including John Randall’s tune Lewes (to which
Angels from the realms of glory can be sung),
published in 1794.

But who was Thomas Sanders, and under what
circumstances did he compile his book?

A Thomas Sanders, almost certainly the owner
of this collection of tunes, occupied the windmill
on Brightling Down until 1782, when his landlord
John Thatcher sold it to John Holman of Chiddingly,
miller (LT; ASH 150 p273). Sanders was described
as of Waldron, miller, in October 1783 when he was
admitted to two acres of former waste on the north-
west side of the windmill on Waldron Down; he

sold this to John Whapham of Waldron, miller, in
1792. He can possibly be identified with the Thomas
Saunders of Uckfield, miller, who in 1785 was
admitted to a copyhold at Heathfield as youngest
son of Richard Saunders of Heathfield (AMS 5958/4-
7). The connection with Waldron is supported by
the book itself: in 1790 its owner wrote ‘Thomas
Sanders, Waldron’ inside the front cover, and a
later intervention reads ‘William Sanders, Waldron’.

In September 1791 the site of a newly-built
windmill on Waldron Down was granted to John
Sanders of Waldron, miller (ACC 2327/1/4/6-11).
Several children of both Thomas Sanders, yeoman,
and John Saunders, miller, were baptised at
Waldron, as adults, between 1813 and 1831; they
had been born between 1791 and 1812 (PAR
499/1/2/1). A similar conversion was undergone by
William Sanders of Heathfield, seven of whose
children, born between 1777 and 1795, were
baptised at Heathfield parish church in 1798,
followed by William himself, ‘who says he was
born in the year 1745’ (PAR 372/1/1/4).

All the evidence suggests that Thomas Sanders,
his parents and grandparents had been members
of the Baptist congregation at Heathfield. In 1727
the curate there noted that George son of Thomas

Saunders and his wife
Elizabeth, inhabitants of
Heathfield, was baptised at the
mother’s request who alleged
that other relations of the child
were of the Baptist Sect and
would not admit of its being
done at Heathfield which
reason was not given ‘till after
it was baptized’ (PAR306/1/1/1
f 20v).

It remains to be established
whether any results of
Thomas’s decision to conform
to the established church can
be detected from the contents

tunes was a result of such conversion. As a way of
inspiring what remains a rather inconclusive
narrative, I took great pleasure in listening to some
of Thomas’s psalms and hymns, played on
contemporary instruments by our members Sheila
Woods and Michael Cotgrove. To hear the notes
calling from the written page was indeed a pleasure,
but also a cruel reminder of the archivist’s curse –
the tantalising realisation that the individuals behind
even the most evocative documents will forever
remain just beyond one’s grasp.

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Medical recipies dating from 1756 to 1806
Through the kind offices of Ian Hilder, ESRO has
just acquired an intriguing collection of medical
recipies that once belonged to Lady Shelley of
Lewes. The recipes are hand-written, some on small
scraps of paper, from friends, chemists, doctors
and surgeons. One remedy for a cough is written
on a leaflet for a concert at the Star Inn, Lewes (see
image below), while another is penned onto a
printed brochure from a Mr Olliver, Westminster
Bridge Road, London, announcing that he had taken
over the  business of Mr Charles Hill advertising
tea, coffee, spices, candies, etc. All are dated
between 1754 and 1806.

The recipes cover all manner of ills, and include
remedies for piles as well as a ‘most excellent cure’
for stone in the bladder. They contain advice on the
prevention and cure for cholera, and also tackle
hooping (whooping) cough, boils, gout, cancer,
jaundice, ague, bilious disorders, the spitting of blood
and sharpness of breath. A treatment for deafness

advises sticking a rasher of bacon in the affected
ear, while another involves tobacco smoke. Potato
starch, soda water, cold cream, dough, oil of eels,
mustard poultice and Iceland Moss are just a few
of the ingredients recommended for various ills.

Sixteen letters recounting a Shelley family
dispute,1767-1824
These interesting letters refer to a dispute between
George Dalbiac, who married into the Shelley
family, over a share in the Shelley family estate.
Letters are signed by Dalbiac and various solicitors.
Some are handwritten copies of letters sent by the
Shelley family to Dalbiac, sometimes running to
four pages, and one has a seal. Various sums of
money are mentioned, the highest being £10,000.
All the letters were in a postal wrap that was sent
to Miss Cordelia Shelley at Lewes. They are dated
between 1822 and 1824, and some were sent from
Sloane Terrace, London, while others are marked
Treasury Office with blind embossed stamps.

An earlier letter, to Henry Shelley of Lewes,
dated 1767, mentions a new male addition to the
family. This letter folds up and has a  postmark
marked Free with a red wax seal bearing a classical
head, while another letter has a seal showing a
coat of arms. Lastly, a foolscap sheet shows a
family tree starting with Charles Shelley, second
son of Richard of Lewes and finishing at Eleanor
Shelley, born May 23rd 1775.
